It has been brought to the attention of this office when Engineers submit grievance claims into the CATS system, on occasion, articles of the Collective Bargaining Agreement are not accompanying the alleged violation.  It is very essential that Members submit thorough information including all dates, times, places, parties involved and most importantly the Article(s) involved.  
As claims make their way through the various steps to possible arbitration, only certain information can be researched or added later.  Supporting documents such as call sheets etc. should be printed as soon as possible to insure real-time information and forwarded to the Local Chairman or his designate.

Copies of the Collective Bargaining Agreement for reference were mailed out to all members after ratification in February of 2009.  The Wisconsin Central General Committee website also contains a printable version under the “AGREEMENTS” heading at www.bletcnwcgca.org.  Newly hired or promoted Engineers should contact their applicable Local Chairmen for a copy if unable to attain it through the website.
